1. Qualifies for a Categorical Exclusion (CATEX) from detailed environmental review; or
2. Requires an Environmental Assessment (EA) to determine the significance of environmental impacts; or
3. Requires a full Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) to assess significant effects.

· What worker safety programs are in place (e.g., hearing protection, respiratory protection)?
· How will site access be controlled?

8. Land Use and Socioeconomics
· What is the current land use designation/zoning for the property and surrounding areas?
· What are the closest minority, low-income, tribal, elderly, and child populations, and what is their proximity to the project?
· Could the project disproportionately impact children, the elderly, or environmental justice populations?
· Could the project impact employment, local economies, or community support systems (hospitals, schools, emergency services)?

9. Other Potential Impacts
· Could the project impact energy supplies, utilities, traffic, or other infrastructure?
· Could the project produce excessive noise or light? Are there sensitive receptors (e.g., residences, schools, hospitals) nearby?
